¢ In August, a water main break at Olivet Lutheran

Church in Fargo, resulted in major damage to the
basement as well as to the organ. The blower and
two large reservoirs were heavily damaged from a
barrage of water which poured in near the organ
blower room. Both reservoirs required new bung
gaskets and all-new hinges of leather and rubber
cloth. The blower motor which was submerged was
taken to a local motor shop to be cooked out and
new bearings installed. The organ was down for
about four weeks.

e The Johnson Organ Company, Inc. of Fargo has
contracted with the Immanuel Lutheran Church
(LCMS) in Parkers Prairie, MN, to build a two-
manual, nine rank instrument for April delivery.
The organ will be encased in the balcony with the
console being placed in the front. The organ will
use computerized switching including a 24 level
combination action and transposer. Reverend Kirk
Lee is pastor and organ committee chairman.
